Text: Discrete Mathematics, 7th edition, by Richard Johnsonbaugh, Pearson Prentice Hall.

Prerequisites: Math 2554 with a grade of C or better.

Goals: You will learn the language and tools of set theory, combinatorics, graph theory and logic.
By the conclusion of the semester you will be able to construct elementary mathematical argu-
ments involving induction, contradiction and counting. We will cover the majority of Chapters
1 – 9 of the text.

You must inform me before the exam if you are to miss it due to illness, University related activity
or religious holiday. You must inform me either through a phone call or in person. A make-up
for a quiz will only be allowed for justi�able and documented absences. This is a very strict policy.
